Mortenson Construction achieves 100% recycling rate on current ATC project with WasteCap
Mortenson Construction had a 100% recycling rate for the first four months on the construction site of American Transmission Co.’s new corporate headquarters in Pewaukee. Construction of the 118,000-square-foot office building and 34,000-square-foot operations center has produced more than 300,000 pounds of cardboard, concrete, wood and office paper waste since April. The project’s construction waste is being hauled by Veolia Environmental Services to various area recyclers. Mortenson’s recycling program for paper products on this project has already saved the equivalent of 68 trees.  Interstate Partners LLC and Towne Investments, the project Owners and Developers, are seeking gold certification from the U.S. Green Building Council’s Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design (LEED) program. The project is scheduled for substantial completion in August 2009 when 275 ATC employees from two nearby facilities will begin moving into the building.

WasteCap Wisconsin and its clients have diverted 290,548,057 pounds of construction and demolition waste from landfills, which is 52.3 pounds per person in Wisconsin. The equivalent of 93,305 trees have been saved by recycling wood and cardboard. WasteCap Wisconsin’s construction and demolition projects are currently achieving an average 84.5% recycling rate.
